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The bamboozling term »pandectist« is mostly used to disparagingly describe a kind of conceptual
jurisprudence to be steered clear of. Rudolf von Jhering's 1884 vehement condemnation of it as a purely
logical, hair-splitting, unworldly concept of jurisprudence played an important part in this. That it was
exaggerated, partly incorrect and gave a distorted picture is now known. A first time joint effort, this
volume contains contributions by Romanists and Germanists seeking to provide a fresh view of the 19th
century science of the pandects. The new research was delivered at a symposium to honour legal
historian Klaus Luig on his 80th birthday in September 2015.
