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Anna von Notz draws attention to the potential of an intra-party Liquid Democracy. This participation

concept promises a fluid transition between direct and representative democracy. The constitutional

imperative of intra-party democracy enshrined in the German Basic Law makes the internal space of
ANNA VON NOTZ political parties the ideal place for such experiments in democracy.
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
