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Schelling's Freiheitsschrift shows that demonstrating the possibility of human freedom requires us to
fundamentally reconceive an unexpectedly wide range of philosophical issues. This volume brings
together current perspectives from the international scholarship on Schelling in order to advance the
critical evaluation and interpretation of this philosophically rich text.
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
