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The impact of fundamental rights on private law is a much debated topic at the national level. As a result
of recent highly publicised employment law decisions by the European Court of Justice, the well-known
question of the third-party effect arises once again, this time in relation to EU fundamental rights. Lorenz
Lloyd Fischer examines this doctrine of horizontal effect and its impact on European and national
employment law.
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
