Using Ashdod and Jerusalem as examples, Felix Hagemeyer examines the relations between Judah and
the Mediterranean coast of Israel/Palestine based on archaeological finds, extrabiblical and biblical
sources. According to the archaeological evidence, cooperative relations predominated, yet the Ashdod
texts of the Hebrew Bible mostly oppose the growing entanglements.
