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The language of hospitality is different to the language of integration, inclusion, and diversity. Arne-
Florian Bachmann shows that while integration starts from a social whole, inclusion begins with being
included in a communicative context based on an assumed commonality, and diversity merely denotes a
normalised difference, hospitality brings a situational, non-indifferent encounter with radical otherness
into view.
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
