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The Grid Expansion Acceleration Act (NABEG), which was adopted to implement Germany's energy
policy turnaround, has rekindled the discourse on the interdependence of processes and how legal
protection is to be ensured at different stages. Miriam Salm asks whether the NABEG's concept for legal
protection meets the requirements of the Federal Constitutional Court when it comes to safeguarding
individual rights. The answers found reveal the scope and limitations of grading complex administrative
decision-making processes.
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
