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Andreas Dürr compares four legal orders with regard to the question of how far they allow cumulative
charging, convicting and sentencing in cases where all the components of more than one criminal
offence are fulfilled by a perpetrator. In his analysis, the author conceptualises a new way of treating
such questions in German criminal law, and furthermore argues for limiting the permissibility of
cumulative convictions in international criminal law.
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
