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Adrian Hemler identifies the application of overriding mandatory provisions as a symptom of numerous
fundamental uncertainties in the doctrine of private international law. He finds that the theory of
overriding mandatory provisions obscures the fact that private international law needs further
differentiation with conflict-of-law rules yet to be developed. Based on this, he reasons that the doctrine
of the ordre public simply states the supremacy of constitutional law.
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
