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Constructions of authority played an important role in education in pre-modern cultures, where they
supported claims of truth and aided the transfer of religious knowledge. By venturing onto this field of
tension and competing interests, the contributions in this volume garner insights into the inner
dynamics of cultures in and around the Mediterranean.
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
