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Reformation research is experiencing an upheaval, and various models of interpretation offer new
approaches for interpretation. In addition to the perspective of church history, this volume provides the
perspectives of literature, art, and music as well as history in general on formative constellations of
events, which show those interested in history that the »Reformation« was a multidimensional
phenomenon.
