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In today's information society, criminal procedure law is confronted with major challenges - also with
regard to the seemingly self-evident collection of personal data from private third parties. Emma Peters
shows that an outdated set of norms continues to be applied uncritically in this context, even though it is
constitutionally insufficient in light of changed communication conditions.
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
